Round Table on “Global Violence:
Consequences and Responses”
Sanremo, 9 – 11 September 2010

The International Institute of Humanitarian Law is celebrating its 40th Anni-
versary.
An Official Ceremony, under the high patronage of the President of the Italian
Republic, will take place at the Opera Theatre of the Casino of the Municipal-
ity of Sanremo on Thursday, 9 September at 10.00am, with the participation
of high representatives of Governments and International Organisations co-
operating with the Institute.
The topic addressed will be “Global Violence: Consequences and Responses”.
Global violence is a universal scourge which threatens the lives of millions of
people around the world and represents a major challenge of the 21st century.
The aim of the Sanremo Institute is to promote, on this occasion, a new aware-
ness of global violence paradigms in their multiple forms and interrelation-
ships: armed conflict, political repression, economic and social exploitation,
forced displacement of populations, environmental destruction, human rights
abuse, organised crime, sea piracy, terrorism. And this at a moment when the
need for a stronger commitment at all levels to prevent global violence and
mitigate its consequences is widely felt by the international community and
civil society.

The 33rd Round Table on current problems of international humanitarian law,
on the same topic, will follow the official ceremony and the general debate.
Jointly organised, as is the tradition, with the International Committee of the
Red Cross in Geneva, the Round Table will be articulated in three main plenary
sessions:
----- Contemporary forms of armed violence: International humanitarian law and
human rights at a crossroads (Thursday, 9 September from 15.00 to 18.00)
----- The deprivation of liberty in armed conflict and other situations of violence
(Friday, 10 September from 10.00 to 13.00 and from 15.00 to 18.00)
- Individual guarantees in detention (Saturday, 11 September from 9.00 to
12.30)

Dr. Baldwin De Vidts, Professor Fausto Pocar and Professor Michel Veuthey,
Vice–Presidents of the IIHL ; and Mr. Stéphane Ojeda, Legal Advisor of the
ICRC, will be the co-ordinators of the Round Table.

TRAINING IN EGYPT ON “INTERN ATION AL HUMANIT AR-
IAN LAW AND REFUGEE LAW IN PEACE SUPPORT OPERA-
TIONS”
Cairo, 11-22 April
In the framework of the memorandum of understanding signed with the “Cairo Regional
Center for Training on Conflict Resolution and Peacekeeping in Africa”, the Institute was called
to co-organise the first training course on “International humanitarian law and refugee law in
peace operations” in Cairo.
The course was inaugurated on 11 April by Ambassador Moreno, President of the Institute,
and Ambassador Schalabi, Director of the Cairo Center in the presence of the diplomatic
community and representatives of the Egyptian Government.
The initiative was financially supported by the Government of Japan.
The training modules on international humanitarian law and refugee law were entrusted to
four experts from the Institute, namely, Prof. Marco Odello Col. John Spierin, Ms Cynthia
Petrigh and Ms Claudine Haenni Dale.
The course was attended by military officers and government officials from 11 African countries
(Egypt, Libya, Tunisia, Mauritania, Liberia, Kenya, Uganda, Zambia, Nigeria, Chad and Malawi).

The
visit aimed to present the activities of
the Institute and to encourage the par-
ticipation of scholars and students
from the Arab world in courses and
seminars organised at Villa Ormond.
On this occasion, Ambassador Moreno
gave a lecture on international
humanitarian law and human rights at
the prestigious King Faisal Center for
Research and Islamic Studies.
Government officials, representatives
of the Academia and Institutions from
Saudi Arabia dealing with human rights
attended this lecture.
During his visit, Ambassador Moreno
had meetings with the Ministry of
Foreign Af fairs and the National
Commission for Human Rights.
Moreover, he signed a memorandum
of understanding with the Naif Arab
University for Security Sciences, a
regional academic Institution
comprising all Arab countries.
Under the terms of the memorandum
the two Institutions will co-operate in
advancing the understanding of
security sciences, peace research and
international humanitarian law.

9TH INTERN ATION AL COMPETITION  FOR MILIT ARY

Sanremo, 22 - 26 March

Villa Ormond hosted the 9th edition of the Interna-
tional Competition on International Humanitarian
Law (IHL) for Military Academies, which took place
from 22 to 26 March.
The event was attended by over 100 cadets represent-
ing 20 military academies from Australia, Austria, Bel-
gium, Colombia, France, India, Italy, Netherlands, Ni-
geria, Norway, Serbia, USA, South Africa, Sweden,
Switzerland and Turkey.

Prestigious military institutions such as West Point (United States) and St. Cyr (France) partic-
ipated with their delegations. Italy took part with a team from the Naval Academy (Leghorn)
and, for the first time a team from the Carabinieri Officers’ School in Rome.
The Competition on IHL for Military Academies is an initiative of particular relevance in the
framework of the Institute’s training programme. It gathers together in Sanremo a significant
number of young officers from various regions of the world.
Director of the Competition was Prof. Michel Bourbonnière from Canada.

54TH  COURSE ON
INTERNATIONAL
REFUGEE LAW
Sanremo, 12 - 17 April

The Institute, in co-operation with the
UNHC R and with the support of the
EU, organised its 54th Course on
Refugee Law in English. The Course
was held at Villa Ormond from 12 to
17 April.
It brought together around 40 govern-
ment officials, experts, representatives
of international and non-governmental
organisations, as well as members of
civil society from about 25 different
countries.

THE INSTITUTE IN LEBANON
Beirut, 29-30 April 2010

The President of the Institute was invited to participate at the “European-Arab Universities
Meeting”, jointly organised in Beirut from 29 to 30 April by the Arab Democracy Foundation
(Doha) and the European Inter-University Centre for Human Rights and Democratisation
(Venice, Italy) with the aim of launching an international cooperation network on democracy
and human rights education in the Middle East and North Africa (MENA) region.
On that occasion, Ambassador Moreno presented the Institute’s programme and activities
to an interested audience of academics and experts from the MENA region, outlining the
unique experience of the Institute in the field of education and research on international
humanitarian law and human rights as a vehicle to democracy.
During his visit to Lebanon Ambassador Moreno met the representatives of UNHCR,
UNRWA and CARITAS which all expressed great interest in benefiting from IIHL assistance
in the dissemination of international humanitarian law and practices.  Ambassador Moreno
also met with General Shawki El Masri, Lebanese Army Chief of Staff, former participant
at the courses of the Institute, who expressed great interest in resuming contacts with the
Institute and in the activities of the Ex-Alumni Association.

3RDTDI D ATA WORKSHOP
Sanremo, 28-30 April 2010

The Temporary Desk on Iraq (TDI) is a Gen-
eral Directors’ Immigration Services’ Confer-
ence (GDISC) Project established for 18
months from May 2009 to October 2010 in
Brussels.  TDI partner States are Belgium, Ger-
many, the Netherlands and the United King-
dom. In close cooperation with interested Mem-
ber States, the European Commission, IOM,
UNHC R and States in the region, the TDI’s
remit is to determine how practical cooperation
between asylum and immigration services can

be improved in the field of protection, resettlement and return with regard to the Iraqi caseload,
and to develop generic tools and mechanisms for dealing with other caseloads. The International
Institute of Humanitarian Law has been chosen as host-partner for the “TDI Data Workshop”.
The workshop was officially opened by Ambassador Maurizio Moreno, President of the Insti-
tute, and Mr. Dirk VAN DEN BULCK, Commissioner General at the Office of the Commis-
sioner General for Refugees and Stateless Persons of Belgium, who also chaired the workshop.
Twenty government officers and experts of different nationalities were present at the meeting.
This Workshop was the last of three meetings which were held at the Institute in February and
March.

3RD COURSE IN IRAQ ON INTERNATIONAL
HUMANIT ARIAN LA W AND HUMAN RIGHTS
Baghdad, 14-25 March 2010

The third course on International Humani-
tarian Law and Human Rights for Iraqi offi-
cials took place in Baghdad from March 14 to
25. The course, organised by the Institute with
the co-operation of the Iraqi Ministry of
Human Rights, was sponsored by the Italian
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Directorate Gen-
eral for Co-operation. Preparations and sup-
port in Baghdad were assured by the Italian
Embassy in Baghdad. The Minister of Hu-
man Rights, Ms. Wijdan Salem, the Deputy

Chief of Defence General Hussein, and the Italian Ambassador in Baghdad, Maurizio
Melani, assisted at the opening and closing lectures.
The purpose of the course was to provide participants with the basic knowledge of inter-
national humanitarian law and human rights. The programme was updated and tailored to
Iraqi needs. The first week was devoted to international humanitarian law and the second
to human rights issues. Thirty-one participants followed the course, coming from the
Ministries of Human Rights, of Defence, the Interior, Justice, the Supreme Judicial Coun-
cil, and the Anti-Terrorist Organisation.
The teaching Staff was led by Major General Giorgio Blais (Italy), former Vice-President of
the Institute. The lecturers were Brigadier General Naim Ziade (Lebanon) and Lieutenant
Colonel Juhani Loikkanen (Finland), former Director of the Military Department of the
Institute.
